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Advanced Officer Training Course 2025
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Over three weekends in September, Officers
from across the Brigade gathered at BB
Headquarters for the Advanced Officer
Training Course 2025, a meaningful
programme designed to sharpen leadership,
deepen knowledge, and strengthen their
ability to serve Boys effectively.

Day 1 brought together 11 Officers from 9

Each group demonstrated strong collaboration, critical thinking, and
leadership as they applied systematic approaches to real-world challenges.

The course was a valuable journey of growth,
empowering Officers with fresh perspectives,
practical tools, and renewed conviction to mentor
and lead the next generation of Boys with excellence.
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50 Officers representing 45 Companies gathered for the second Seniors Programme
Conference of the year on 29 July 2025, an enriching time of sharing, updates, and
collaboration to further strengthen the programme.

The session covered several key areas, including updates on the upcoming 95th
Anniversary BB Family Carnival and Dinner, the revised Officers’ Code of Conduct, and
the importance of building a strong mentoring culture within Companies. Officers also
exchanged good practices on instilling discipline and received reminders on curriculum
updates to support the holistic development of Boys.

The conference highlighted the commitment and passion of our Officers, whose
collective efforts continue to shape meaningful experiences for our Seniors. Their
dedication ensures that BB remains a place where Boys can grow in character,
leadership, and purpose.
